These HB 5 mandated courses provide an
opportunity for students to receive a college readiness waiver that will allow them to enroll in college
level Mathematics and English immediately after high school graduation at participating IHEs,

As you know, the MOU endorsed by your district and the local IHEs stipulates that the English and
Mathematics HB 5 College Prep Course teachers are required to attend continuing professional
development offerings to instruct the HB 5 courses.
